Required Content

The purpose of a Personal Profile is to summarize PDP workbook activities 1-4, and provide an introduction to your Electronic Portfolio.  It must consist of at least 3 paragraphs each containing a minimum of 5 sentences.  The following questions must be answered within you profile.

1. How would you describe yourself to someone who doesn’t know you very well?

2. What do you see as your strongest personal quality that you would bring to a job or other challenge?

3. What do you see as your weakest quality that you plan to improve upon in the future?  What is your plan?

4. What are your interests and hobbies outside of school and work?

5. What were/are your favorite classes or subjects in school so far? Why?

6. Briefly and realistically, what are your long-term expectations relating to employment?

7. What skills do you possess that will be of greatest value to an employer?
